Extension task Use a combination of chalk and charcoal to add fine details 

to your gargoyle outcome 

 

Literacy Task 
Students will explore the world of Tim Burton and focus on his illustration 
techniques. Through practicing his techniques and watching clips of his films 
the students will be assessed by correctly answering a number of questions.
